LEXINGTON TOUR
ASHLAND ESTATE
The highlight of a visit to Ashland is the guided tour of the 18-room mansion.  A guide welcomes you at the front door to begin your journey through the Clay family mansion and time travel from the 18th century to the present.  Additional time may be spent visiting the permanent Henry Clay exhibit room, watching an informational video about Henry Clay.

Henry Clay was “The Great Compromiser”.  As a statesman for the Union, his skills of negotiation and compromise proved invaluable in helping to hold the country together for the first half of the 19th century.  His compromises quelled regionalism and balanced states rights and national interests.  As a result, the Civil War was averted until it could not be avoided and the nation could survive it.
Henry Clay changed the role of the Speaker of the House and made it the powerful position it is today.  Clay held that office longer than anyone in the history of the House of Representatives other than Sam Rayburn from Texas.
