· Identification should be plainly lettered on front cover – Name of Club and City

· Center news items on page.  Use as many items as desirable per page.

· Publicity is to be presented in chronological order, and/or by departments.

· Newspaper clippings may be from all newspapers.

· USE ONLY ARTICLES COVERING EVENTS IN WHICH YOUR CLUB ACTUALLY PARTICIPATED, AND THE NAME OF YOUR CLUB APPEARS!  Underline your club’s name in the article by using a ruler.  No freehand please.

· Use only pictures that have appeared in newspapers.  DO NOT USE GLOSSY PICTURES OR PRINTS.

· On the first page of the Press Book print:

· Classification number

· Name of Club, City, Town, Population of City or Town

· Name of Club President

· Name of Press Book Chairman or Committee

· Number of Club Members

· District

· On the second page, print the names of all NEWSPAPERS in which your club publicity is printed.

· Under each clipping PRINT BY HAND, TYPE, OR CUT OUT from newspaper the newspaper name identification and ate in which the article appeared.  This is a required and important to judging process.

· Masthead is not to be used (front-page name of newspaper)

· Colored paper may be used behind newspaper clippings.

· Press books will be on exhibit at the KFWC Spring Convention.  BOOKS MUST BE PICKED UP AT THE CONVENTION AT CLOSE OF EXHIBIT.  Please refer to Convention Call as to the time and place of exhibit.

· Qualified persons will judge books.

JUDGING:

· News must cover events in which the club actually participated

· Interest of subject matter

· Interpretation of Federated Club Work according to Score Card

· Newspaper style of reporting – factual and to the point and easily understood

· All rules must be followed in the Press Book

AWARDS:

First, Second, and Third Place Winners in each Classification will receive ribbons.  A Sweepstakes Winner will receive the Press Book Silver Cup, which is a traveling trophy among the yearly sweepstakes winners.
